• Wonch Park – 4555 Okemos Road, Okemos [Capacity ~100 – 12 tables] 

Pavilion, grills, play structure, restroom building, horseshoe pits, open play area 

• Nancy Moore Park – 1960 Gaylord C. Smith Court, Haslett [Capacity ~80 – 10 tables] 
Pavilion with restrooms, water and electricity, grills, play structure, soccer fields, 
baseball/softball fields, paved and unpaved nature trails 

• Central Park – 5151 Marsh Road, Okemos, Michigan [Capacity ~250 – 25 tables] 
Pavilion with restrooms, water and electricity (no grills), play structure, soccer field, nature 
trails, fish deck, located adjacent to Historical Village, Nokomis Learning Center, Public Safety 
Building and Municipal Building. 

• Hartrick Park – 3685 Hulett Road, Okemos [Capacity ~120 – 15 tables] 
Pavilion, grills, water, restroom building, baseball fields, open area (have been used for soccer 
fields), paved and non-paved nature trails, pond with overlook 

• Towner Road Park – 2055 Towner Road, Haslett [Capacity ~75-100 – 8 tables under 
pavilion, 5 tables on concrete outside of pavilion] 

Pavilion, electricity, grills, water, restroom building, softball/baseball fields, soccer/ 
lacrosse fields, pickleball courts, unpaved nature trails 

• North Meridian Road Park – 5191 N. Meridian Road, Williamston [Capacity ~50-75 – 
8 tables] 

Pavilion, grills, water, restroom building, soccer fields, sand volley ball courts, unpaved 
nature trails 

• Harris Nature Center – 3998 Van Atta Road, Okemos [Capacity ~ 40 – 6 tables] 
Pavilion, restroom building, electricity, grill, play structure, drinking fountain, paved and 
unpaved nature trails 

• *Legg Park – 3891 Van Atta Road, Okemos [*No reservations, poor condition] 

Pavilion (no electricity, water or restrooms), open play area, nature trails (leads to Harris 
Nature Center and Eastgate Park) 

Resident 
$500/block 

Non-Resident 
$1,000/block 

• Marketplace on the Green – 1995 Central Park Drive, Okemos 
Pavilion (East wing and West wing), restroom building, children’s play area, 
electricity, drinking fountain, open air plaza 

Field Usage - Call Parks office first to check on availability 
$20/hour -- resident OR $40/hour -- non-resident [Additional Field Rental Fee - Not Included in Pavilion]
