Re: Flowage Easement for the Inter-Urban Wetland Preserve 
 
The Haslett Village development is a proposed redevelopment of the former L&L grocery store site 
at the southwest corner of the Haslett Road and Marsh Road intersection. For over a decade, this 
site has been one of the Township’s top two redevelopment sites, along with Downtown Okemos. 

The northern parcel of the Inter-Urban Wetland Preserve (i.e. parcel # 33-02-02-10-327-002) is 
13.36 acres in size and is bordered on the north by Haslett Road, on the west by the Pine Lake 
Outlet Intercounty Drain, on the east by the Haslett Village Square/American House developments, 
and on the south by the Inter-Urban Pathway/Consumers Energy right-of-way. The southern 
parcel of the Inter-Urban Wetland Preserve (i.e. parcel # 33-02-02-10-376-003) is 11.38 acres in 
size and is bordered on the west by the Pine Lake Outlet Intercounty Drain, on the east Haslett 
Village Square/American House developments, and on the south by the Inter-Urban 
Pathway/Consumers Energy right-of-way. 
 
In order to prevent the removal of many existing, mature trees along the southern property line of 
the Haslett Village development site, the Township and the Ingham County Drain Commissioner’s 
Office have been discussing the prospect of discharging stormwater from the Haslett Village 
development, across the Township’s Inter-Urban Wetland Preserve, and to the Pine Lake Outlet 
Intercounty Drain. 

The Pine Lake Outlet Intercounty Drain runs along the western property line of the preserve. The 
trees in question are immediately north of the Inter-Urban Pathway. Preserving these trees helps 
screen noise pollution from the north while maintaining the existing character and scenic views of 
the Inter-Urban pathway.  

Township staff reviewed our file from when we first acquired this Preserve, which is attached to 
this cover memorandum. If you refer to page 5 under the “Land History” heading, it notes that the 
property was not a wetland prior to the old L&L shopping center being constructed. It was the 
runoff from the shopping center and a culvert under Haslett Rd that created the wetlands on this 
property. Today, most of the property is covered by wetlands. Therefore, we know that the growth 
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of the wetlands on this property is largely the result of increased stormwater runoff from adjacent 
developments to the east and west.  
 
However, the Township does not currently have any easements or agreements in place to protect 
the property, which is one of the benefits this flowage easement would provide. Specifically, this 
flowage easement would provide the following protections for the Township: 
 

1. Establishment, construction, operation, maintenance, and improvement of drain controls 
that capture and treat the “first flush” volume to remove at least 80% of total suspended 
solids (“TSS”), as compared with uncontrolled runoff, or a discharge concentration of TSS 
that does not exceed 80 Milligram per Liter (mg/l); 

 
2. Restoration of all soil erosion, undermining of pathways, or other damage caused to the 

Preserve that results from the discharge of stormwater over and across the Preserve; 
 

3. Establishment, construction, permitting, operation, maintenance, and improvement of 
culverts necessary to protect the integrity of any existing and future pathways on the 
Preserve; and 

 
4. Grantor and Grantee understand and agree that it is necessary to monitor the quantity 

and quality of stormwater that is permitted to flow across and be stored on the Preserve 
from all upstream properties, including public roads. Therefore, to ensure there is no 
detriment to the Preserve, Grantor agrees to allow Grantee to install hydrologic 
monitoring equipment throughout the Preserve. In the event there is evidence that the 
Preserve will be negatively affected by any hydrological changes caused by an upstream 
property, that landowner will be required to take immediate corrective action to ensure 
that the Preserve maintains its intended condition. Should the landowner not perform 
the necessary corrective measures, including those necessary to protect the Preserve 
from any increased flooding during a 100-year storm, Grantee reserves the right to 
cause such work to be performed at the landowner’s sole cost and expense. 

 
It is also worth noting that the basin immediately south of the new American House development 
has failed before during severe storm events, resulting it uncontrolled discharges of stormwater 
runoff, debris, sediment and pollutants coming onto the Inter-Urban Wetland Preserve property.  
 
The alternative to discharging this stormwater over and across the Township’s Inter-Urban 
Wetland Preserve would be to clear cut the trees highlighted below in the purple shaded area to 
construct a new stormwater detention basin in this location. 
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Storm scepters will be installed in each of the catch basins connected to this public drain to filter 
the storm water. The stormwater would be discharged where the two pink arrows are shown 
below. The water will then flow through a 3.73-acre wetland on the developer’s property for 650-
725’, which will filter the water before it enters the Township’s property. The stormwater will 
then flow across the lowest lying portions of the Township’s land preserve on the southern parcel 
(refer to the green line below) and the water would ultimately settle in this area shown in light 
blue below, which is immediately adjacent to the Pine Lake Intercounty Drain highlighted in 
yellow: 
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The Ingham County Drain Commissioner’s Office would also compel the developer to pay for the 
cost of constructing spill ways and/or storm pipes installed on the western property line in the 
berm that separates the Pine Lake Outlet Drain from the Inter-Urban Wetland Preserve. These 
structures would serve as an overflow into the Pine Lake Outlet Drain. The existing pathways do 
flood at the lowest points during severe storm events. These spillways and/or overflow storm 
pipes would prevent the pathways from flooding in the future.    
 
The only other construction activities that would be performed on the Township’s Inter-Urban 
Wetland Preserve would be installing and/or increasing the size of culverts under the existing 
pathway, installing some hydrologic monitoring equipment to enforce the terms of the flowage 
easement, and installing stone rip rap to control the velocity of the stormwater runoff to prevent 
soil erosion.  
 
Stormwater would only be discharged to the Preserve when we experience a rain event. To gain 
perspective on the amount of stormwater that the development will generate from a 100-year 
storm event, a ponding area shown in blue on the map above has been delineated across the 
southern Township parcel based on topography data. The runoff volume during the 100-year 
storm would equate to a depth of approximately 4 inches of water across the 6.5-acre portion of 
the southern Township parcel, as shown in blue on the map above.  
 
As noted in Stewardship Coordinator Emma Campbell’s attached inventory report, the species that 
are present on the Preserve are also able to tolerate human disturbance very well. The wetlands 
today are essentially wet meadows, not emergent wetlands. We anticipate that the additional 
water may help make these emergent wetlands.  
 
Lastly, there is precedent for easements of this nature. In 2012, at the recommended approval of 
the Land Preservation Advisory Board, the Township entered into a similar easement for the Red 
Cedar Glen Preserve.  
 
Township staff believe approving the flowage easement is the best available option as it preserves 
approximately .6 acres of existing forested area/habitat that would otherwise need to be clear cut 
and excavated to construct a new stormwater detention basin. It also provides the Township with 
protections that we do not have today for the existing and future stormwater runoff.  
 
The Land Preservation Advisory Board must make a recommendation to the Township Board as to 
whether or not you recommend that they enter into the flowage easement. The Township Board is 
responsible for making the final decision.  
 
We look forward to discussing this with you in greater detail on November 13.  
 
The following motion has been prepared for the Board’s consideration: 
 

MOVE TO RECOMMEND THAT THE TOWNSHIP BOARD APPROVE AND ENTER INTO 
THE FLOWAGE EASEMENT BETWEEN THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF MERIDIAN AND 
THE INGHAM COUNTY DRAIN COMMISSIONER’S OFFICE FOR THE INTER-URBAN 
WETLAND PRESERVE.

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PERMANENT FLOWAGE DRAIN EASEMENT FOR HASLETT VILLAGE 

SQUARE BRANCH OF THE PINE LAKE OUTLET DRAIN 
(INTER-URBAN WETLAND PRESERVE) 

 
For and in consideration of prospective benefits to be derived by the establishment, 

construction, operation, maintenance, repair and improvement of the Haslett Village Square 
Branch of the Pine Lake Outlet Drain (“Drain”), a county drain under the supervision of the 
Ingham County Drain Commissioner, 707 Buhl, Mason, MI 48854; 

 
The Charter Township of Meridian (“Grantor”), a Michigan charter township, whose 

address is 5151 Marsh Road, Okemos, MI 48864, and who is the owner of the lands situated in the 
southern half of section 10 of the Charter Township of Meridian, County of Ingham, State of 
Michigan, Parcel Numbers 33-02-02-10-327-002 and 33-02-02-10-376-003, commonly known as 
Inter-Urban Wetland Preserve and more particularly described and depicted in Exhibit A 
(“Preserve”), hereby conveys, grants and releases to the Haslett Village Square Branch of the 
Pine Lake Outlet Drain Drainage District (“Grantee”), a statutory body corporate, a permanent 
flowage easement (“Flowage Easement”) for the purpose of storing and discharging storm water 
from the Haslett Village Square Branch of the Pine Lake Outlet Drain over and across the Preserve. 

 
Grantor and Grantee understand and agree that the Preserve is a nature preserve with unique 

scenic and natural features and that these features must be preserved and protected. Due to the 
unique land use of the Preserve the Grantee agrees to ensure that, prior to the authorization of any 
upstream connection to the Drain, the landowner(s) will be obligated to abide by additional 
requirements to protect the Preserve. Such requirements will be detailed in a separate agreement 
between the Drainage District and the landowner and shall include, but are not limited to, the 
following: 

 
1. Establishment, construction, operation, maintenance, and improvement of drain controls 

that capture and treat the “first flush” volume to remove at least 80% of total suspended 
solids (“TSS”), as compared with uncontrolled runoff, or a discharge concentration of TSS 
that does not exceed 80 Milligram per Liter (mg/l); and 

2. Restoration of all soil erosion, undermining of pathways, or other damage caused to the 
Preserve that results from the discharge of stormwater over and across the Preserve; and 

3. Establishment, construction, permitting, operation, maintenance, and improvement of 
culverts necessary to protect the integrity of any existing and future pathways on the 
Preserve; and 
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Grantor and Grantee understand and agree that it is necessary to monitor the quantity and 
quality of stormwater that is permitted to flow across and be stored on the Preserve from all 
upstream properties, including public roads. Therefore, to ensure there is no detriment to the 
Preserve, Grantor agrees to allow Grantee to install hydrologic monitoring equipment throughout 
the Preserve. In the event there is evidence that the Preserve will be negatively affected by any 
hydrological changes caused by an upstream property, that landowner will be required to take 
immediate corrective action to ensure that the Preserve maintains its intended condition. Should 
the landowner not perform the necessary corrective measures, including those necessary to protect 
the Preserve from any increased flooding during a 100-year storm, Grantee reserves the right to 
cause such work to be performed at the landowner’s sole cost and expense. 

 
Grantor and Grantee also understand and agree the Grantee’s need to operate and maintain 

drainage courses under their jurisdiction which are cost-effective and practicable. In recognition 
of these understandings and agreements, all discharging of stormwater over and across the 
Preserve as well as drain maintenance activities shall be done with minimal impact to the scenic 
and natural features and characteristics of the Preserve. 

 
Grantee shall provide Grantor with as much advance written notice as reasonably possible, 

but at a minimum, at least twenty-four (24) hours written notice, prior to entry onto the Preserve 
by the Grantee, its agents, employees or contractors, except in the case of emergencies, in which 
case Grantee shall provide the greatest possible notice to Grantor. 

 
This conveyance includes a release of any and all damages or claims arising prior to the 

date of this instrument out of the easement herein granted or because of the establishment, 
operation, maintenance, and improvement of the Drain. 

This Flowage Easement shall be binding upon Grantor and Grantee, and their assigns, 
successors in interest and successors in office, and be deemed to run with the land in perpetuity. 
Any termination, amendment, or revision to this Flowage Easement shall be agreed to in writing 
by the parties. 

This conveyance shall be construed in accordance with Michigan law and is exempt from 
county and state transfer taxes under MCL 207.505(a) and MCL 207.526(a).

● Periodically inspect site for invasive species populations
